Using the term, ‘Lawyer’ in a TITLES search will give you results that have the word Lawyer
in the title of the book or other resource. This search will omit other titles that may be about law or

lawyers but does not include ‘Lawyer’ in the title.

A ‘Subjects’ search refers to the subject headings assigned to each book by a librarian.
